INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

SISSY BARS for 1958-84 FLH
Mfg. p/n 263603A
(See pkg. label for Dist. p/n)

PROCEDURE:

1. Attach upright to side straps, using ¥4“-20 screws provided.
Tighten.

2. If motorcycle is equipped with saddlebags, remove saddlebags
and then the bolts securing saddlebag supports to fender braces on
both sides. Save hardware. Remove front two Phillips head screws
and nuts securing fender to fender brace on both sides. Discard
screws; save other hardware.

3. Using care not to scratch fender, slide complete Sissy Bar onto
outside of fender braces. Apply 1-2 drops of Loctite® 242 (blue) to
threads of provided longer screws. Install screws through side
straps, fender braces and fender. Install OEM hardware onto screw
on inside of fender. Tighten.

4. Reattach saddlebag supports, using OEM hardware previously
removed. Tighten. Install saddlebags.

USE AND CARE: Wash your accessories with the same care you
use when washing your motorcycle. Use mild soap and water. DO
